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elcome!  Here at Peace Lutheran Church we are an imperfect family of Christians 
being healed and knitted together by the perfect and unconditional love of God in 

Christ Jesus, our Lord.  Our worship is a response to all that God is and does for us, as he 
reveals himself to us and shares himself with us in his Holy Word, and through the 
sacraments of Holy Baptism and Holy Communion. 
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The season of Lent, leading to our remembrance of Christ’s 
suffering, death, and resurrection, is for us an invaluable time 
to examine ourselves and seek transformation through God’s 
grace.  I encourage you as genuinely as I am able to grasp for 

yourself, and for all of us at Peace, this opportunity for you to grow and for our life 
together as the body of Christ to be enriched.  For six weeks take up the additional 
practice of gathering for worship on Wednesday evenings.  You will the Lenten 
Wednesday evening worship schedule elsewhere in this newsletter. 
 

Our Wednesday evening meditations will draw from the book Life Together, written by 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer, a remarkable theologian and Lutheran pastor who was executed by 
the Nazis at the end of WWII.  The timeless wisdom of this book guides and challenges 
us to consider what it means to be the body of Christ in community.  We are not meant to 
live this life alone.  God calls us to and equips us for community.  Consider reading the 
book, or at least the following quotes from it, and join us, your family of faith, the body 
of Christ, in community, during this Lenten Season.     Yours in Jesus, Pastor Paul 
 

Dietrich Bonhoeffer, in Life Together: 
 

The first service that one owes to others in the fellowship consists of listening to them. 
Just as love of God begins with listening to his word, so the beginning of love for our 
brothers and sisters is learning to listen to them. 
 

He who is alone with his sin is utterly alone…. The pious fellowship permits no one to be 
a sinner. So everybody must conceal his sin from himself and from the fellowship…. The 
fact is that we are sinners! 
 

I can no longer condemn or hate a brother [or sister] for whom I pray, no matter how 
much trouble he causes me. His face that hitherto may have been strange and intolerable 
to me is transformed through intercession into the countenance of a brother for whom 
Christ died. 
 

It is not necessary that we should discover new ideas in our meditation. It is sufficient, 
and far more important, if the Word, as we read and understand it, penetrates and dwells 
within us. 
 

Only he who lives by the forgiveness of his sin in Jesus Christ will rightly think little of 
himself…. Because the Christian can no longer fancy that he is wise he will also have no 
high opinion of his own schemes and plans.

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SAINTS AND SINNERS 

 
God’s stewards are saints and sinners:  This means that God’s stewards rejoice 
in and live out what the Lord has declared them to be through the cross.  At the 
same time, His stewards recognize they are sinners who fight sin and its 
consequences each day. 
 
It has been said, “Life is hard.”  True.  Sometimes in life, living a life with God, 

we take one step forward and two back! Some days we seem to “grow up” and become more 
Christ-like and the next day we slip back to that “old self” we don’t want to be. 
Growing as a follower of Christ, reflecting Him, His will, His values, His purpose is not an easy 
or quickly accomplished goal! It is our calling. 
 
We are saints and sinners, forgiven by God in Christ, loved, totally and fully accepted and 
acceptable to God, and at the same time we sin because we are sinners. Christian stewards live in 
that awareness, and need to be reminded and encouraged to remember the promises of God in the 
face of sin, weakness and failure. 
 
As stewards we break God’s will, fail, forget, rebel, make errors, mistakes in judgment, hurt God 
and His cause.  That is reality.  Steward also repent, change, turn away from rebellion, self-
centeredness, confess before God and, in Jesus Christ and His cross, are assured of God’s 
forgiveness for sin! A new beginning is made.  This is a day-by-day, every day, exercise. 
 
The apostle Paul tells us about his own experiences of being saint and sinner simultaneously in 
Romans 7:21-25.  He knows that he is a loved and forgiven man of God and wants to do good in 
living for God, but there is “another law at work in the members of his body, waging war against 
the law of his mind and making him a prisoner of the law of sin…in the midst of the struggle he 
knows Whose he is! And cries out, in triumph of the Gospel over the accusing Law with thanks to 
God who gives the victory through Jesus Christ our Lord! 
 
Stewards are saints and sinners who grow, change, blossom, mature and reproduce stewards.  The 
following portions of the Bible will be of help in assimilating this Biblical stewardship principle:  
Ephesians 4:17-32, especially v 22-24; Colossians 3: 5-17;  
1 John 3: 1-2; 1 Peter 2: 4-12, especially v 9-10. 
 
God’s people have potential for great good or great evil. Therefore, the way in which the Biblical 
understanding of being God’s stewards in all of life, is lived out in our lives, and presented to 
others is very important…God’s stewards are saints and sinners.
